“The Bunbury Group continued to
nag away at the Vietnamese gov-
ernment on behalf of a “spy” who
had only written an article the gov-
ernment didn’t like and put it on
the internet. The last of a group of
three internet dissidents we’ve
worked on (the other two were
released early).
The group continues to have a
very successful Candle Day that
amounts to a lot of days over sev-
eral different shopping centres
and several schools. This raised a
record of approximately $8 000
(up from approximately $6 700
last year). We continue to get
more money each year perhaps
reflecting that the whole area’s
population is growing. Next year
we fear we may not have access
to a catholic school because of
Amnesty’s new position on abor-
tion (we expect to lose some col-
lectors too)
The group enjoyed a visit from
Caroline Wood (Branch President)
and the new Director Claire
Mallinson. We also had Wendy
Watson drop in on her holiday,
which amounts to more visits that
we’ve ever had from Perth. This
year we anticipate having China’s
Firewall down to Bunbury and we
are working on getting the post
cards for the Prisoners of Con-
science in the China Campaign.
We lost one of our regulars who
moved to South Australia but we
continue with 6 regular attendees
with a few other intermittent
attendees.“ Michael Wild,

- Approximately 50 schools across
WA are part of the Amnesty Edu-
cation Network with approximately
30 schools registered with the

Group assisted the Human Rights
and Security Campaign Group to
organise a lecture by Michael
Otterman as part of a national AIA
book tour. Michael published
American Torture: from the Cold
War to Abu Ghraib and Beyond,
the evolution and use of torture in
the United States. He spoke to an
audience of approximately 70 at
the University of Western Austra-
lia and provided a thought-
provoking lecture about the use of
torture and what this means in the
context of the ‘War on Terror’.

• Anju Sivarajah attended a face to face meeting in
Melbourne for the National Women’s Team in Octo-
ber 2007.  It was a good opportunity for all the
National representatives to meet for the first time
and share what each of the states was doing and
their respective plans.

• A consultation on the National Plan of Action was
conducted in December 2007.  This was attended
by key organizations including the Women’s Coun-
cil for Domestic and Family Violence Services
(WA), the Family and Domestic Violence Unit and
ASeTTS.  Subsequently the Women’s Council has
expressed interest in working in partnership with
Amnesty in work on the stop Violence Against
Women campaign.

“The situation for refugees and
asylum seekers in Australia has
improved.
The number of people in immigra-
tion detention has declined, due
mainly to the decrease in arrivals
of asylum seekers in recent years,
and the Immigration Minister is
currently resolving the cases of
the 61 detainees who have been
in detention for more than two
years. Following the recommen-
dations of the Palmer Report
there are also signs of improve-
ments in the administration of
immigration detention, particularly
in the Perth Immigration Detention
Centre.
The incoming Immigration Minis-
ter has also announced the clo-
sure of the Nauru detention
centre, thus ending the infamous
“Pacific Solution”, and rejected the
previous Government’s proposed
“refugee swap” with the United
States. The end of the discrimina-
tory temporary protection visa sys-
tem appears also to be in sight.
These changes are welcomed,
and has meant that our refugee
work has to some extent shifted to
advising and negotiating with Gov-
ernment, in conjunction with other
NGOs such as A Just Australia,
and the Refugee Council, as
opposed to developing public
campaigns for change.
While the situation within Australia
is improving, the flow of refugees
internationally remains a serious
problem, particularly from coun-
tries like Iraq and the African
region. Amnesty International is
therefore (for the first time) cam-
paigning for an increase in Austra-
lia’s annual intake of refugees
under its humanitarian resettle-
ment program.
The WA Refugee Group, in con-
junction with ASeTTS and other
refugee support groups, conduct-
ed a highly successful event on
